       At 11:30 on November 11, Dick Barrett and 
Larry Smith met Vern VanDeWal and me at the 
Blue Ribbon Restaurant in Phelps.  After a hearty 
lunch we continued on to meet Don Hosenfeld 
and Nate at Nate’s garage. This was an interest-
ing and rewarding similar. Nate demonstrated the 
procedure of removing broken flush studs from 
an engine block. This was accomplished by 
welding a washer on the stud, then welding a nut 
to the washer. By backing the nut off with an im-
pact tool the broken stud was removed. This pro-
cedure is not written in stone, but it worked this 
time.
