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Charging Batteries 

 
WARNING 

 
Do not attempt to charge a battery that has ice in 
any of the cells. Charging a battery in this condi-
tion can cause an explosion that may result in per-
sonal injury or death. Batteries generate explosive 
gases. Always keep sparks, flames or any other ig-
nition sources away from the battery.  
 
Do not attempt to charge a battery until you are fa-
miliar with the procedures for using the battery 
charger.  
 CLEAN THE BATTERY 
  Batteries can be cleaned with one of the following 
solutions: 
  Areosol  Product - Use per manufacturers direc-
tions 
  Baking Soda - Combine .2lbs with 1 quart clean 
water 
  Ammonia - Combine .2lbs with 1 quart clean wa-
ter 
  Remove the cleaning solution from the battery and 
neutralize the battery 
  rinsing with clean water.      
  Never use compressed air to clean in the vicinity. 
 VISUAL INSPECTION FOR DAMAGE 
  Discard a battery that is leaking or physically 
damaged. 
 CLEAN THE BATTERY TERMINAL POST 
 MAKE SURE ELECTROLYTE IS UP TO COR-
RECT LEVEL 
  Use distilled water or clean water that is safe to 
drink. Never add acid to a    battery. Fill the cells to 
the bottom of the filler neck. 
 MAKE SURE THAT CHARGER IS TURNED 
OFF BEFORE CONNECTING  CHARGER TO 
BATTERY. 
 WHEN CONNECTING ANY CHARGER, OB-
SERVE THE CORRECT  
 POLRITY. 
  Always be sure to connect negative to negative 
and positive to positive.    Do not touch the charger 
leads or disconnect the charger leads while the   
 charger is turned ON 
 USE ADAPTORS ON STUD TYPE BATTERIES 

  When charging or testing a stud type bat-
tery, use adaptors on the studs to   assure 
good connection to battery. Connecting to 
studs will produce a poor   connection to 
battery resulting in inaccurate test readings 
and inadequate    charging.  
 ADJUST THE BATTERY CHARGER TO 
THE CORRECT VOLTAGE 
 TURN THE BATTERY ON.  
 DO NOT OVERCHARGE THE BAT-
TERY. 
  Overcharging may occur even if the charg-
ing voltage is under 16 volts. 
  Overcharging  is indicated by the follow-
ing symptoms.  
   Battery becomes very warm 
   A smell of acid is present 
   Battery emits smoke or dense vapor. 
If any of these symptoms occur, reduce the 
charging rate in order to eliminate the over 
charging. Complete the charging at the 
LOWER charging rate. 
Check Specific Gravity 
The electrolyte in a fully charged battery 
has a specific gravity of about 1.270 at 80F
